CALL FOR WORKSHOPS
CONFERENCE DESCRIPTION & MISSION:

In the continuous celebration of the intersections of our queer cultures and our Pilipino heritages, we are inviting you all to engage as workshop facilitators in this year’s 7th Annual Queer Pin@y Conference, entitled “Illuminating the Queer Diaspora.” This one day conference will convene at UC Berkeley on Saturday, November 1, 2008, with a vision of multi-discipline workshops for its participants. We invite you all—students, community members, organizers, friends, and family—to join us this day as workshop creators, facilitators, and organizers. We look forward to your submissions and hope that we can best work together to bring your ideas to fruition as will best benefit this year’s conference. 

This conference hopes to contextualize the word queer on how it has been used in the past and how it has evolved to different meanings. We aspire to shed light and acknowledge a displacement within the queer community in a sense of our bodies, education, rights and any other ways that may apply to this movement. This platform will allow us to dialogue with one another through various multi-media about the movements and lives that have come to shape “queer diaspora”. In this full, honest, and deliberate examination of our shared existences, we offer a sense of illumination unto each other and ourselves.
Because spaces for our communities such as the Queer Pin@y Conference are so unique and rare, we wait in excitement for your interests and contributions that will enrich this year’s conference. 

Though only in its 7th annual iteration, we would like to utilize this year’s event as a moment in which we might all reflect, refocus, and (re)act upon our individual and collective positions within our shared communities and histories. We hope to intimately cater to the greater spheres of society—ranging from localities like the household to national presence in our upcoming elections.

WORKSHOP FORMAT:

With this in mind, we look forward to receive a broad range of workshop ideas, both for our communities’ “beginners” and “experts,” but also ultimately stress the intersections and applications from which participants will hopefully leave better educated and more greatly empowered. 

This year’s schedule allots three rounds of workshops, such that latter rounds offer a broader range of “specialized” workshops. The intent is that every participant will have the opportunity to start off in basic level workshops, then engage more challenging options if they so choose. We hope participants sort themselves out such that your audiences will be best able to interact with your material, but please remember that as an open conference your groups will come from diverse backgrounds. Nevertheless, we offer this challenge to you all to provide and facilitate innovate, informative, and engaging workshops for this year’s conference. 

We will do our best to support your needs as workshop organizers and facilitators, and encourage timely and consistent communication with us. You may apply to facilitate more than one workshop (in which case please complete multiple applications as necessary) or facilitate your workshop for multiple rounds (workshop content allowing). Expect a workshop group of no more than 20 people for an hour-long session. 
Workshops can be facilitated in any creative medium through activities, discussion, presentation, and/or even meditation.
