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ASCE is a student organization that en-

hances a civil engineering student's experi-

ence at UC Berkeley through general meet-

ings, technical field trips, student/faculty 

events, and social gatherings. The general meetings feature guest speak-

ers from the various disciplines of civil engineering and provide students 

with an understanding of the realities of the workplace. ASCE-sponsored 

student/faculty events create an informal atmosphere for students to come 

to know their professors and fellow classmates. 

ASCE also sponsors various design/construction competitions including 

the concrete canoe, steel bridge and timber bridge. These group projects 

allow students to use their classroom knowledge to solve real civil engi-

neering problems, develop organizational and communication skills, and 

enjoy the rewards of teamwork. 

The American Society of Mechanical Engi-

neers (ASME) at UC Berkeley represents the 

on-campus student chapter of the national 

ASME.  With over 450 active members on 

campus, ASME is the community for the 1,000 mechanical engineers at 

UC Berkeley to advance their goals academically, industrially, and so-

cially.  Members attend student-run study halls and tutoring sessions 

that ASME holds before midterms and finals.  Students start their indus-

trial experience by attending corporate info-sessions and resume work-

shops that ASME sets up with corporations around the Bay Area.  To 

relieve the stress of school, ASME also holds social nights for members 

to meet one another and socialize.  ASME also has two major annual 

events: the Student-Professor Dinner and the famous ASME All-You-

Can-Eat Crab Feed.
