Summer Energy Projects On-Campus 

Summer has already started for UC Berkeley students and 
Green Campus Program Coordinators are already busy 
coordinating many programs.  The summer provides a great 
opportunity to partake in on-campus projects and work with the 
different building managers.  One of our projects that is under 
way is the vending miser program.  Vending misers are a small 
motion sensor device that turn off certain components of 
vending machines that consume a large amount of energy when 
no one is around, such as lighting.  Green Campus will be 
finding strategic locations to install the vending misers and 
talking to different building managers to get approval for the 
devices.   
 
Another project that Green Campus will be working on is a pilot 
for fume hood education.  Fume hoods are the one of the 
largest consumers of energy in many lab buildings on college 
campuses.   Educating and reminding lab assistants to shut the 
fume hoods when not in use at the end of the day will cause 
fume hoods to ventilate less air and consume less energy.  
Another project that is still it the pilot phase is the computer 
project for an optimal computer program that can manage 
networked computers efficiently to turn off or go into sleep mode 
when not in use from a single master computer.
