Answers must be typed with the following format: Times New Roman, 12-point font, double-spaced.  DO NOT put your name on any of the pages of your application except for this cover page (this is to ensure anonymity in the review process).  Please submit your typewritten answers and a photocopy of your Student ID stapled to the back of these application sheets.

The Health Service Internship (HSI) is a program that requires devotion and a whole-hearted commitment to service learning and community contribution.  Please be aware of the program requirements and responsibilities before completing this application.

Turn in your application packet to the envelope outside of 309 Eshleman by 5pm on Friday, October 30th, 2008.  COMPLETE APPLICATIONS INCLUDE THE APPLICATION SHEETS, YOUR TYPED ANSWERS, AND A PHOTOCOPY OF YOUR STUDENT ID CARD.
