Assignments

It is imperative that you complete all non-textbook reading by the beginning of the week for which it appears on the syllabus (exceptions will be announced in section). The textbook assigned for this class, American People, is intended to serve as a reference. Use it to supplement your understanding of materials covered in section and lecture. Although I would like you to stay up to date with the textbook assignments, completion is not absolutely necessary for participation in discussion section.    

Your participation in this section will also involve the completion of short assignments, announced in class. Unless otherwise specified, these assignments will be due by e-mail by 11pm on the evening before section (i.e., either Sunday or Tuesday). 

Grading

Discussion Section Participation (20%)

2. Submit to me, in writing, an account of why you felt that the grade you received was inaccurate. If appropriate, I’ll be happy to regrade your paper. 

It’s fine if you’d like to meet with me and then, after our meeting, request a regrade, but regrade requests must be made in writing and not during office hours.
