	Aim
	This lesson will teach students how to use numbers in English.  Students will learn how to pronounce the numbers, and how to make very large numbers from small ones.  Students will practice with a simple catch-ball counting game.

This lesson can be extended to a second period covering number use in America.  This cultural lesson introduces the very different measurement and money systems in America, as well as standards for dates and time.

	Warm-up 
	· Ask students some number questions:

· today’s date, time, age, etc.
	· Casual and friendly.

	· Review section on basic numbers

· Explain place value and demonstrate on board

·  Compare place value with Japanese system
	· Discuss pronunciation.

· Go up to 900 trillion.

	Activity:

Catch-ball Counting
	· Students throw ball around to other students

· Students count off numbers with each throw

· Start with 1

· Stop, and start again at a higher number

· Try counting by 10s or 100s
	· Start slow but encourage students to speed up.

· Change starting number to maintain interest.

	· Review section on ordinals

· Explain use for ordinals: ranks, floors, days, etc.

· Compare to use of counters in Japanese

	· Introduce American measurements, money, and standards for date and time
	· Compare to metric system.
