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This thirteenth annual report on the utilization of recycled paper products by the University of California is submitted pursuant to California Public Contract Code Section 10507.5, which states in relevant part:

…It is also the intent of the Legislature that the regents report annually to the legislature, the Governor, the California Waste Management Board commencing January 1, 1991, on the percentage of total dollar amount of recycled paper products purchased or procured under this article.

The University of California is a large and diverse system consisting of ten campuses, five teaching hospitals and the three Department of Energy-funded research laboratories.  In order to respond to its many divergent needs, the University has developed a decentralized system, which allows each of its entities to accomplish its mission in a manner that best suits the circumstances at that location.  The Office of the President establishes policy and provides functional guidance to assist the campuses, hospitals, and laboratories, but does not take an operational role in their day-to-day functions such as procurement, accounting, or maintenance.  When responding to legislative action on subjects such as collective bargaining or environmental issues, the Office of the President issues policies and guidelines to maintain uniformity of process, to provide guidance to the campuses, and to coordinate compliance in meeting the requirements of the legislation.  The University has taken such action on the above-referenced legislation concerning recycled paper products.

The University has established Universitywide Guidelines (Exhibit A) for the Purchase of Paper Products and Recycled Paper Products that provide that the campuses shall:

1. Include appropriate wording in all Requests for Quotation for paper products to receive alternate bids for recycled paper, or otherwise request such information for negotiated transactions.

2. Establish methods for tracking and reporting the total value of all competitively bid, quoted, or negotiated single transactions for the purchase of paper products and the value of the recycled paper included therein.

3. Require all vendors with local supply agreements or consolidated volume purchasing agreements to provide usage reports listing the total value of all paper product purchases and the value of the recycled paper included therein.

The University is committed to increased utilization of recycled paper products and is actively pursuing contractual arrangements with those companies that can supply recycled paper products that meet its quality and price requirements.  Through University supply agreements, the University is providing increased opportunities for the purchase of recycled paper products by requiring vendors to provide such products in addition to non-recycled products.  The University includes specifications for recycled paper in its Requests for Quotation and encourages the testing and utilization of recycled products.

REPORT CONCLUSION

University of California recycled paper purchases grew from $600,000 in fiscal year 1989-90 to $5,810,033 in fiscal year 2002-03.  At this time, approximately 37% of purchases for paper are spent on recycled paper.  The total amount of paper purchased has decreased by nearly 11% since the prior fiscal year; recycled paper decreased as a proportionate share of total paper purchased by approximately 2%.

Because of Federal procurement regulations governing their purchasing activities, the DOE Laboratories have been exempted from the University Guidelines.  They are subject to DOE implementation of the Environmental Protection Agency rules specified in the Code of Federal Regulations Title 40, Part 250--Guideline for Federal Procurement of Paper and Paper Products Containing Recovered Materials.

SUMMARY

University of California recycled paper purchases have grown from $600,000 in fiscal year 1989-90 to $5,810,033 in fiscal year 2002-03. Approximately 37% of all the dollars used to purchase paper are spent on recycled products. Comparing fiscal year 2002-03 to 2001-02, total paper purchases decreased by nearly 11% and the proportionate share of recycled paper purchases decreased approximately 2%. (See Exhibit C). 
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The percent of total dollars spent for recycled paper products has grown impressively from 3.8% in fiscal year 1989-90 to over 37% in fiscal year 2002-03, an increase of over 33 percentage points in thirteen years.

RECYCLED PAPER PURCHASES
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Note: In fiscal year 1999-2000 UC Irvine purchased a bulk quantity of recycled paper for resale to campus departments.  The program was not successful and was discontinued in 2000-01 causing a corresponding decrease.

UNIVERSITY OF CALIFORNIA

GUIDELINES FOR THE PURCHASE OF PAPER PRODUCTS AND

RECYCLED PAPER PRODUCTS
I. Regarding the use of recycled paper products, the Public Contract Code of the State of California states:


10507.  For the purpose of this article, "recycled paper" means all paper and woodpulp products containing post consumer and secondary materials as defined in this section.  "Post consumer material" means a finished material which would normally be disposed of as a solid waste, having completed its life cycle as a consumer item.  "Secondary material" means fragments of products or finished products of a manufacturing process, which has converted a virgin resource into a commodity of real economic value, and includes post consumer material, but does not include fibrous waste generated during the manufacturing process such as fibers recovered from wastewater or trimmings of paper machine rolls (mill broke), wood slabs, chips, sawdust or other wood residue from a manufacturing process.

"Recycled paper" means a paper product with not less than 50 percent, by fiber weight, consisting of secondary and post consumer material, with not less than 10 percent of the fiber weight consisting of post consumer material.

For highspeed copier paper, offset paper, forms bond, computer printout paper, carbonless paper, file folders, white wove envelopes, and for other uncoated printing and writing papers, such as writing and office paper, book paper, cotton fiber paper containing 25 to 75 percent cotton fiber, and cover stock, the minimum content standard shall be no less than 20 percent of fiber weight of post consumer materials beginning December 31, 1994.  The minimum content standard shall be increased to 30 percent of fiber weight of post consumer materials beginning on December 31, 1998.

10507.5   It is the intent of the Legislature to encourage the procurement of recycled paper products by the University of California by developing guidelines to encourage the procurement of recycled paper products where suitable for the uses intended and where the quality is equal and the price is equal or less than nonrecycled paper products.  It is also the intent of the Legislature that the Regents report annually to the Legislature, the Governor, and the California Integrated Waste Management Board commencing January 1, 1991, on the percentage of the total dollar amount of recycled paper products purchased or procured under this article.

II. For the purposes of these guidelines "paper products" are defined as: computer paper, printing paper, cut paper stock, scratch pads, envelopes, file folders, paper napkins, paper cups, toilet tissue, paper towels, paper bags, newsprint and cartons.

III. TRANSACTIONS TO BE RECORDED

Materiel Managers shall:

1. Include appropriate wording in all Requests for Quotation for paper products, or otherwise request such information for negotiated transactions, to receive alternate bids for recycled paper as defined above.

2. Establish methods for tracking and reporting the total value of all competitively bid, quoted, or negotiated transactions for the purchase of paper products and the value of recycled paper (as defined above).

3. Require all supply agreement paper product vendors to provide usage reports listing the total value of all paper product purchases and the value of the recycled paper (as defined above).

IV. At the end of each fiscal year, Materiel Managers will prepare the attached "Annual Usage of Paper Products and Recycled Paper Products" report form for all Planned Purchasing Paper Products Agreements, Local Supply Paper Product Agreements, and single transactions.  Such reports will be forwarded to the Director--Materiel Management.

V.
The Office of the Director--Materiel Management will compile the data received from the campuses and prepare the annual report for submittal as described above.  Materiel Managers shall submit reports to the Universitywide Materiel Management office no later than July 20 of each year.
