	The Hammer Game

	Aim
	After summer break, maybe our students are not ready for serious work in English.  So let’s welcome them back with a fun game!  In this lesson, students can have fun in a silly and competitive game while learning to pay close attention to subtle differences between English words with similar sounds.  We will also teach some phonetics and show students how to handle difficult sound pairs like L/R.

	· 1 Lesson: The Hammer Game activity.

	Materials
	· Word Cards

· Picture Cards

· 2 Hammers (soft toys from 100円 shop)

	Activity
	Notes

	Introduction 
	· Welcome students back from summer

· Prepare vocabulary for today’s activity

· Show word cards in pairs

· Pronounce words and have students repeat

· Show associated picture cards and let students try to guess the meaning
	· Pronounce words clearly.

	Game Activity
	· Divide class into 2 teams

· Post one pair of word cards side-by-side on the board with magnets or tape

· 1 member from each team comes to the board with a hammer and waits for the ALT to say a word

· ALT says 1 of the words on the board aloud

· Students try to hit the correct word with hammer

· The student who hits the correct word first, scores 1 point for their team

· Repeat with different word cards and students

· After finishing all word pairs, go to Bonus Round

· Bonus Round is the same, but:

· use picture cards instead of word cards

· give 2 points for each correct hit
	· Try to start with easy pairs first.

· 3 rounds for each pair.

	Pronunciation Guide
	· During the game, use word pairs on the board as examples to teach students some basic phonetics

· Focus on how the mouth (lips, tongue, teeth) moves to produce the correct sounds in English

· Practice with students before starting each round
	· Especially L/R, TH, F/V.

· Use physical exaggeration to demonstrate.
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
