	Aim
	This lesson will bring English home to our specialized students.  In this lesson students will choose Japanese words from their technical or vocational fields and work with the ALT and JTE to translate them into English.  This lesson has two goals.  First, it will make English interesting and useful to them in their technical classes and careers.  Second, it will give them real-life practice using language, drawing, and gestures to communicate meanings to foreign speakers.

This class has a very open style, so students should not raise their hands or stand to speak.  They should try to communicate with the teachers and with each other very spontaneously and casually.  They can even come up to the board and draw pictures if necessary.  However, they do need to stay focused on the lesson topic.
